The closer you grow to Jesus, the more
you’ll become angry when you see people

for those that would be acceptable for their
temple tax. But some Scripture scholars say
the people selling the animals and changing
the money were making a huge profit
because people had to deal with them. They
had a monopoly.

Some scholars say this infuriated Jesus. He
saw a system set up to take advantage of
good people coming to worship their God.
The system especially hurt poor people. It
was an example of how the religious and
political leaders of Jesus’ time abused
people.

Getting angry over injustices isn’t unchristian

- but it doesn’t have to lead to violence.
Martin Luther King Jr. is a perfect example.
He fought racism with righteous anger, but

- especially the outcasts - ignored or
abused. Use that anger as fuel to stand up
non-violently for people. Speak for young
people at school who are put down. Refuse
to back away from our society’s outcasts,
like poor people or people with a disability.
Join with other Catholic activists when they
mobilise for peace or pro-life issues. But
always remember Jesus’ other words, “Love
your enemies,” even while you oppose their
actions.

Just think how much the world will change
when more Christians lose it over injustices
like Jesus did.

What injustices anger you? What are you
doing about them?

Make Your Easter Chocolate Slavery-free

“Every person ought to have the awareness that purchasing is always a moral — and
not simply an economic — act.” Pope Francis 2015

Please buy and sell only slavery-free chocolate this Easter. That's the message from
ACRATH (Australian Catholic Religious Against Trafficking in Humans) to everyone
intending to buy chocolate, or run chocolate fundraising during Lent.

Australians will spend about $2 billion on chocolate at Easter and much of it will be
chocolate produced using child labour from West Africa. These children pick cocoa
beans — a key ingredient used to make chocolate. Many of these children are forced
to do this work. Many do not know what the cocoa beans are used for and most have
not even tasted chocolate.

Slavery-free chocolate carries one of these three labels - FAIRTRADE, Rainforest
Alliance or UTZ certified. This shows that the cocoa beans used in the chocolate’s
production have been sourced ethically, from farmers who engage in good labour
practices.

ACRATH's call is in line with Caritas Australia, which funds projects such as cocoa
production in Bougainville. In this project young people in Bougainville are learning
cocoa production skills. This ensures they get a fair price for their crops at the
market and helps break the poverty cycle.

The purchasing of slavery-free chocolate is an important choice that consumers, all
of us, can make every day. We can choose to buy only chocolates that are produced
slavery-free.

Slavery-free supply chains are becoming a major issue within the Catholic Church
and in the wider business community, not just at Easter. Two of Australia’s largest
Archdiocese, Sydney and Melbourne, are moving to ensure their supply chains are
slavery-free. Sydney has already established a Taskforce, which will look at where
possible, only purchasing slavery-proofed products and services. Melbourne is set
to follow this lead.
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Christine Carolan, the Executive Officer of ACRATH (Australian Catholic Religious
Against Trafficking in Humans), said buying slavery-free chocolate at Easter gives
people the opportunity to take a stand against human trafficking and slavery.

“‘We know that some children, working in some of the cocoa farms in West Africa are
trafficked. Many others work in dangerous conditions for little or no wages and
cannot attend school,” Ms Carolan said.

“Lent is a very important time for schools who raise funds for Caritas’ Project
Compassion. We support this wonderful project and ask schools and parishes to
remember to use only slavery-free chocolate in their fund-raising. If you buy
chocolate with one of the three slavery-free labels you can be sure that the cocoa
beans used in the chocolate’s production have been sourced ethically, from farmers
who engage in good labour practices.”

Tulane University’s 2013/2014 Survey Research on Child Labour in West African
Cocoa Growing Areas found that 2.12 million children were working in child labour
in cocoa production and 2.03 million children were working in hazardous work in
cocoa production in Cote d’lvoire and Ghana combined.

A decade ago there was almost no slavery-free chocolate sold in Australia. The
global movement, led by many groups in Australia, including ACRATH, has seen a
dramatic increase in the availability of slavery-free chocolate for consumers.

ACRATH urges consumers this Easter to:

e Buy only slavery-free chocolate — use your buying power to take a stand.

e Use only slavery-free chocolate in school fundraising.

e Eat only slavery-free chocolate. If your local/favourite shop doesn'’t sell
slavery-free chocolate then ask them to please start stocking it.

e Find out about cocoa bean production and the plight of many children in
chocolate production.

e Thank the managers of stores that are stocking slavery-free chocolate this
Easter.

e Discuss your slavery-free chocolate decision with five other people to help
spread the word.

1 Sm 16:1b, 6-7, 10-13a

The LORD said to Samuel:

"Fill your horn with oil, and be on your way. I am sending
you to Jesse of Bethlehem, for I have chosen my king from
among his sons." As Jesse and his sons came to the sacrifice,
Samuel looked at Eliab and thought, "Surely the LORD's
anointed is here before him." But the LORD said to Samuel:
"Do not judge from his appearance or from his lofty stature,
because I have rejected him. Not as man sees does God

see, because man sees the appearance but the LORD looks
into the heart." In the same way Jesse presented seven sons
before Samuel, but Samuel said to Jesse, "The LORD has
not chosen any one of these." Then Samuel asked Jesse,
"Are these all the sons you have?" Jesse replied, "There is
still the youngest, who is tending the sheep." Samuel said to
Jesse, "Send for him;

we will not begin the sacrificial banquet until he arrives
here." Jesse sent and had the young man brought to them.
He was ruddy, a youth handsome to behold and making a
splendid appearance. The LORD said, "There—anoint him,
for this is the one!"

Gospel

Jn 9:1-41

As Jesus passed by he saw a man blind from birth. His
disciples asked him, "Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his
parents, that he was born blind?" Jesus answered, "Neither
he nor his parents sinned; it is so that the works of God
might be made visible through him. We have to do the
works of the one who sent me while it is day. Night is
coming when no one can work. While I am in the world, I
am the light of the world." When he had said this, he spat
on the ground and made clay with the saliva, and smeared
the clay on his eyes, and said to him, "Go wash in the Pool
of Siloam" —which means Sent—. So he went and washed,
and came back able to see. His neighbors and those who
had seen him earlier as a beggar said, "Isn't this the one who

T
used to sit and beg?"

Some said, "It is," but others said, "No, he just looks like
him." He said, "I am." So they said to him, "How were your
eyes opened?" He replied, "The man called Jesus made clay
and anointed my eyes and told me, 'Go to Siloam and wash.'
So I went there and washed and was able to see." And they
said to him, "Where is he?" He said, "I don't know."

They brought the one who was once blind to the Pharisees.
Now Jesus had made clay and opened his eyes on a sabbath.
So then the Pharisees also asked him how he was able

to see. He said to them, "He put clay on my eyes, and |
washed, and now I can see." So some of the Pharisees said,
"This man is not from God, because he does not keep the
sabbath." But others said, "How can a sinful man do such
signs?" And there was a division among them. So they said
to the blind man again, "What do you have to say about him,
since he opened your eyes?" He said, "He is a prophet."
Now the Jews did not believe that he had been blind and
gained his sight until they summoned the parents of the one
who had gained his sight. They asked them, "Is this your
son, who you say was born blind? How does he now see?"
His parents answered and said, "We know that this is our
son and that he was born blind. We do not know how he
sees now, nor do we know who opened his eyes. Ask him,
he is of age; he can speak for himself." His parents said

this because they were afraid of the Jews, for the Jews had
already agreed that if anyone acknowledged him as the
Christ, he would be expelled from the synagogue.

For this reason his parents said, "He is of age; question
him." So a second time they called the man who had been
blind and said to him, "Give God the praise! We know that
this man is a sinner." He replied, "If he is a sinner, I do not
know. One thing I do know is that I was blind and now I
see." So they said to him, "What did he do to you? How did
he open your eyes?" He answered them, "I told you already
and you did not listen. Why do you want to hear it again?
Do you want to become his disciples, too?" They ridiculed
him and said, "You are that man's disciple; we are disciples
of Moses! We know that God spoke to Moses, but we do not
know where this one is from." The man answered and said
to them, "This is what is so amazing, that you do not know
where he is from, yet he opened my eyes. We know that
God does not listen to sinners, but if one is devout and does
his will, he listens to him. It is unheard of that anyone ever
opened the eyes of a person born blind. If this man were
not from God, he would not be able to do anything." They
answered and said to him, "You were born totally in sin, and
are you trying to teach us?" Then they threw him out. When
Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, he found him and
said, ADo you believe in the Son of Man?" He answered
and said, "Who is he, sir, that I may believe in him?"

Jesus said to him, "You have seen him, the one speaking
with you is he."

He said, "I do believe, Lord," and he worshiped him.

Then Jesus said, "I came into this world for judgment,

so that those who do not see might see,

and those who do see might become blind."

Some of the Pharisees who were with him heard this

and said to him, "Surely we are not also blind, are we?"
Jesus said to them, "If you were blind, you would have no
sin; but now you are saying, "We see,' so your sin remains.
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
